• INTENTION – to make the development of this vision a 
reality in my life by starting now and arranging my life 
around it, experiencing daily a growing and expanding 
conversational relationship in my Circle of 4

• MEANS – I will make it a habit to invite my Circle of 4 to 
speak to me about my thoughts, emotions, body, 
relationships, character, identity and will concerning 
anything of significance in my life, while allowing myself 
the time to listen, hear, and do what he says

What is a Word?
• Through words, soul impacts soul 

with a spiritual force

• "spirit" is unbodied personal force 
and a person's words represent 
their personal power

• Through our words we give others 
a piece of our mind
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The Word of God is God’s Speaking
God creates through his words

(Genesis 1:3) And God said, "Let there be light, and there was light."
(Psalm 33:6) By the word of the Lord were the heavens made,

their starry host by the breath of his mouth.

God rules through his words 
(Isaiah 55:10-11) As the rain and the snow come down from heaven and do not return to it 

without watering the earth and making it bud and flourish, so that it yields seed for the sower 
and bread for the eater, so is my word that goes out from my mouth; it will not return to me 

empty, but will accomplish what I desire and achieve the purpose for which I sent it.

God redeems through his words
(John 6:63, 68-69) The Spirit gives life; the flesh counts for nothing. The words I have spoken to 

you are Spirit and they are life. Simon Peter answered him, "Lord, to whom shall we go? You 
have the words of eternal life. We believe and know that you are the Holy One of God."

(Luke 7:7) But say the word and my servant will be healed. (The faith of the Centurion, the 
Centurion knew the words of Jesus carried authority, the power of words; 7:1-10)
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Bible & Jesus – Both the Word of God
The Bible is an expression of God's mind, his speaking through the 

inspiration of the Spirit to and through men, a finite expression of himself 
but also setting boundaries of the mind of God in principles

(2 Timothy 3:16-17) All scripture is God-breathed and is useful for teaching, rebuking, correcting and 
training in righteousness so that the man of God may be thoroughly equipped for every good work

(2 Peter 1:20-21) Above all, you must understand that no prophecy of scripture came about by the 
prophet's own interpretation. For prophecy never had its origin in the will of God, but men spoke from God 

as they were carried along by the Holy Spirit

Jesus is the Son, the logos, the eternal Word of God; the New Testament 
describes this child of Mary from the tiny town of Nazareth, as the One 

from whom the world came into being; the cosmic Christ as the One who 
upholds all things by the power of His eternal word

(John 1:10-11) He was in the world, and though the world was made through him, the world did not 
recognize him. He came to that which was his own, but his own did not receive him.

(Hebrews 1:1-3) In the past God spoke to our forefathers through the prophets at many times and in 
various ways, but in these last days he has spoken to us by his Son, whom he appointed heir of all things, 
and through whom he made the universe. The Son is the radiance of God's glory and the exact 
representation of his being, sustaining all things by his powerful word.

Galatians 5:16-18
 So I say, walk by the Spirit, and you will not gratify the desires of the 

flesh. For the flesh desires what is contrary to the Spirit, and the 
Spirit what is contrary to the flesh. They are in conflict with each 

other, so that you are not to do whatever you want. But if you are led 
by the Spirit, you are not under the law. 

Two options are available:
1. Live by the Spirit of God
2. Live by the sinful nature

They are in constant conflict with each other

Galatians 5:19-21
 The acts of the flesh are obvious; sexual immorality, impurity 

and debauchery; idolatry and witchcraft; hatred, discord, 
jealousy, fits of rage, selfish ambition, dissensions, factions 

and envy; drunkenness, orgies, and the like. I warn you, as I did 
before, that those who live like this will not inherit the kingdom 

of God. 

The actions and character of the person whose sinful nature 
is in control, and who at the end of a life lived this way,
have not and will not experience the Kingdom of God.

• Sexual immorality, impurity, debauchery
• Idolatry, witchcraft
• Hatred, discord, jealousy, fits of rage
• Selfish ambition, dissensions, factions, envy
• Drunkenness, orgies, and similar

Galatians 5:22-25
But the fruit of the Spirit is love, joy, peace, forbearance, 

kindness, goodness, faithfulness, gentleness and self-control. 
Against such things there is no law. Those who belong to Christ 

Jesus have crucified the flesh with its passions and desires. 
Since we live by the Spirit, let us keep in step with the Spirit. 

The actions and character of the person who through trusting 
grace acquired by faith in Christ, having put to death the 

sinful nature, now experience in their inner person the fruit 
of the Spirit of God, as they keep in step with the Spirit
